We don’t want to see the 
Afghanistan war destroy his Presidency as the Vietnam War did

Afghanistan needs as defined by Afghans must drive the 
solutions;  

 
• Withhold funding for expansion of military operations in 

Afghanistan. Instead, address the real needs of Afghans and 
Pakistanis, which include health-care, clean water, 
education, women’s rights and security; 

 
• Emphasize regional peace building: Promote a regional 

contact group, under the auspices of the UN, to support 
Pakistan and India in resolving their conflict. 

 
Remember Iraq 

• Speed up the withdrawal of all US troops, including private 
security personnel.  Support the formation of a UN and 
regional group to provide support for Iraqi efforts to 
construct a lasting peace.
