Important Information for ALL Males, age 18 & older

Registering with Selective Service and why this is important

What is Selective Service?

The Selective Service System is a means by which the United States maintains information on those potentially subject to a military conscription or draft,  should Congress declare a return of the military draft. All males from ages of 18 through 25 are required by law to register.   All males means males who are citizens, immigrants with papers and immigrants who do not have papers.
What Could Happen If I Don’t Register?

Possible consequences of not registering include:  

Fine of up to $25,000 or up to 5 years in prison.  Note however that no one has been prosecuted for failure to register since the 1980’s.

Likely consequences of not registering include:


Not being eligible for financial aid for college or job training after high school or 



later in your life if you want job training or other education then

Not being able to be hired for federal jobs, the Peace Corps, Job Corps or other  



Federal programs


For immigrants:  maybe never being able to become a citizen because you will 



have broken the law

How Do I Register?


Complete and mail a form that can be found in post offices




OR


Register on line by going to Selective Service

Other advice…


It may be scary for undocumented males to register, to report themselves to the government.   Selective Service states that they are not a law enforcement agency, but they do send this information to the Pentagon’s data base on all youth which may release it to law enforcement agencies.  Since the potential consequences of not registering are so big (denial of citizenship), it may advisable to register despite any danger.  If you do not have a Social Security number, leave that space blank (because false use of such a number is also against the law)


If you have not registered and you have not yet turned 26 years old, you can still register and avoid all negative consequences.
