CALC’s mission is to work for a society free of bigotry, upholding human rights and human dignity. CALC seeks to educate, promote and mobilize individuals, groups, and movements who are committed to peace and justice. CALC works to promote public policies based on social and economic justice.
CALC’s programs forward CALC’s mission. Current programs are:

· Progressive Responses

· Back to Back: Allies for Human Dignity

· Springfield Alliance for Equality and Respect (SAfER)
· Draft and Conscientious Objection Counseling Program, and 
· Truth in Recruiting, a project shared with Veterans for Peace.

Each of these programs has its own statement of purpose (compatible with CALC’s mission) and a steering committee. Steering committees plan and implement CALC program activities in communication and consultation with CALC’s board and staff.

All CALC programs are accountable to the Board of Directors, CALC’s decision-making body. By policy, CALC’s board is to be at least 51% people of color and at least 51% women. This reflects CALC’s understanding that progress towards social justice will not happen without leadership from groups that struggle against current social inequities and institutionalized forms of oppression.

CALC resists all forms of oppression, in particular racism, anti-Semitism, and heterosexism. CALC strives to be multiracial and anti-racist, and to transcend barriers of age, gender, sexual identity, gender identity and expression, religion, and class background.

Our intention is to respectfully and constructively discuss oppressive attitudes expressed by ourselves or others, and create awareness and openness to change through compassionate caring and honest dialogue.

CALC’s board expects all CALC programs, staff and volunteers to work to be inclusive, to acknowledge privilege, and to work against oppressive structures and behaviors, even as they forward their particular program objectives.
